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Smart Door Installation Instructions

Prior to beginning this installation, completely read these instructions to familiarize yourself 
with the required steps and evaluate if you are experienced and capable to personally perform 
these modifications. If you are not capable, contact your local dealer or install shop.

Refer to the parts list to ensure that all necessary components and hardware have been 
included. If any parts are missing, please contact your local retailer for assistance.

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Front Door - Smart Door Installation
1. Remove the factory fabric door strap and the electrical connection like you are removing your doors. 

Place a pillow or rolled up towel against the body near the cowl and then open the door so that it is fully 
extended resting against towel or pillow. Secure the door with a bungee cord.

2.    Remove the upper bolt that secures the factory lower door hinge to the body. Place the supplied hinge 
plate bracket in position. Secure the hinge plate into position with the new longer 13mm replacement bolt 
supplied with the kit. Now remove the lower factory hinge bolt and then replace the bolt with the new 
longer 13mm bolt and supplied washer plug to secure the bracket.



4.   Insert the Smart Door case into the newly drilled 2�” hole. Place the part into position making sure the 
upper and lower hole markings line up. Remove part & then drill the upper & lower holes using a 5/16�”
bi-metal drill bit. Use a file to clean up any metal burs or rough edges.

3.   Cut out the template along the dotted lines. Measure twice and cut once. This is the most critical step and 
special care needs to be taken to make sure that the holes are drilled in the correct places. Place and tape 
the template onto the inside section on the door, making sure that all positioning lines match up. Mark the 
drilling positions using a center punch. Double check to make sure that everything lines up and then using 
the 2�” Bi-Metal Cutting Saw, drill the center hole.

5.   Use touch-up paint to paint the newly drilled holes to prevent rust and if possible, vacuum the metal 
shavings inside the door. Use the supplied Clip-on Nuts & attach them to the upper and lower holes. 
Lightly cover the back side of the Smart Door check strap plate with silicone to prevent abrasion and 
to create a water tight seal. Insert the check strap bracket into position with L facing up for the left door  
and the R facing up for the right door. Secure the parts into position using the supplied 1�” Long Socket 
Head Screws and Washers. 



6.    Secure arm pivot bracket into position using the supplied barrel nut and secure tightly. Check to make 
sure that the door runs smoothly and that nothing is binding. If you do feel anything binding, STOP
moving the door as it will damage the part. Check to make sure that everything is aligned. There is room 
to adjust the part if needed. Once everything is aligned, tighten all of the bolts and screws.

7.    Install the supplied Smart Strap fabric door extensions. Refer to the Smart Strap installation instructions. 
8.    Follow the same steps to install the parts on the opposite front door    

Rear Doors

1. Slide the front seats forward. Remove the plastic plate on the interior center pillar seatbelt box.
Remove the factory fabric door strap and the electrical connection like you are removing your doors. 
Place a pillow or rolled up towel against the front door and open the rear door so that it is fully 
extended resting against the pillow or towel. Secure the door in position using a bungee cord.

2. Follow the same steps as the front door installation beginning with step 1-6. Note: Rear doors will 
retain the factory fabric door strap. Note: Some 2007/2008 rear doors require additional trimming 
after drilling the center 2�” hole. See photos:

3.   Plug the electrical connection back into place and reattach the factory fabric door strap. Check to make 
sure that the door runs smoothly, making sure that nothing is binding. If you do feel binding, STOP moving 
the door as it will damage the part. Check to make sure that everything is aligned. There is room to adjust 
the part if needed. Once everything is aligned, tighten all of the bolts and screws.

4.   Follow the same step to install other parts on the other rear door.
