1. This kit MUST be installed with 
the TeraFlex HD engine skid-
plate, and the BellyUp skidplate.

2. Bolt the anti-vibration mount to 
the transmission skidplate with 
the bolt facing up.
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Application Note: This transmission skid plate can only be installed with a TeraF-
lex HD Engine Skid Plate Part #4667100 and a TeraFlex BellyUp Skid Plate Part 
#4648403

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Installation is complete.
On a TJ Wrangler the TeraFlex HD engine skidplate 
when combined with the HD transmission skid and 
Belly Up skid plate provide protection to all vital com-
ponents when traversing rocky terrain.

3. If the TeraFlex HD engine skidplate is already 
installed simply put the bolts in from the top and 
put the skidplate up into position (as pictured).

Note: If you are installing the HD engine skidplate at 
this time you can put the bolts in from the bottom 
to maximize ground clearance and prevent the nut/
bolt from any potential damage.

4. Tighten the nuts to 17 ft. lbs.

5. Connect the transmission skidplate to the BellyUp 
skidplate. Install the bolts from the bottom up to 
maximize ground clearance and prevent the nut/
bolt thread from trail damage (see photo).
